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Statement by the Institute of National
Remembrance on applications for search and
exhumation works in Ukraine

The Institute of National Remembrance began efforts to obtain
approvals for search and exhumation works on Ukrainian territory in
2017. (after the amendment of the Law on IPN in 2016 and the
establishment of the Office of Search and Identification).

It should be noted that applications for search and exhumation works
in Ukraine were submitted in accordance with the guidelines sent to
the IPN, i.a. with the letters of the Ambassador of Ukraine in Warsaw
dated 13 July 2017, marked 6137/24-800-1163, and the Minister of
Culture, Youth and Sports of Ukraine dated 24 September 2019,
marked 02-20/03 (scans attached).

Due to the complicated application procedure and the peculiarities of
the Ukrainian ways of handling of IPN applications for permission to
conduct search and exhumation works, it is hard to present the total
number of applications and their status without having additional
information. One should be aware that applications are submitted for a



period of one year, hence the failure to process an application in a
given calendar year results in the need to renew the application in the
following year. It is also necessary to separate requests made through
diplomatic channels to administrative bodies at the central level, from
administrative requests made to the competent authorities of the
Ukrainian local administration by the Ukrainian partner of the IPN that

has the authority to conduct archaeological research.

In the years 2017-2024, the IPN sent 9 official general requests
to Ukrainian administrative bodies, which included agreement
on the possibility of conducting search and exhumation works
in a total of 65 locations (the locations were repeated due to the
need for repeated requests). This figure does not include a number of
administrative requests for permission to carry out archaeological and
exhumation works submitted by the Ukrainian partner of the IPN to the
competent authorities of the Ukrainian administration during this

period.

Basic information related to the IPN's requests for permission to

conduct exploration and exhumation works is following:

« On 28 February 2017, the first general (1) application was
submitted to the Secretary of the State Interdepartmental
Commission for Commemoration of Participants in Anti-Terrorist
Operations of Victims of War and Political Repression. It covered
5 sites of search works: Tynne (KOP soldiers) Urycz (WP
soldiers), Ostrowki, Wola Ostrowiecka, Orzeszyna (Volhynian

Massacre), and 6 sites of exhumation works of WP soldiers: Lviv-



Holosko, Vyshomel, Czornokunce, Verblany, Jasniska, Mosciska.

« On 18 April 2017, a general application (2) was submitted for
permission to conduct joint PL/UA search and exhumation works
in Lutsk, in connection with the discovery of a mass grave with
human remains at the burial site of NKVD victims, where there

are also remains of Poles.

Due to the dismantling of the Ukrainian Insurgent Army (UPA)
monument in Hruszowice in April 2017, Ukraine announced a "ban" on
search works by the IPN in Ukraine. Requests made in February and
April were never officially answered. The works in Lutsk was carried out

by the Ukrainian side on its own.

« On 16 May 2018, a general application (3) was submitted to the
Minister of Culture of Ukraine for agreement to conduct search
works at 11 sites: Kukle and Polska Gora (Legionaries), Tynne
(KOP soldiers), Ostrowki, Wola Ostrowiecka, Orzeszyna, Mate
Hotoby, Huta Pieniacka, Stanistéwka (Volhynian Crime), Lviv -
Hotosko and Lviv - Zboiska (WP soldiers). The request remained

unanswered.

« On 12 September 2019, a general application (4) was
submitted to the Minister of Culture of Ukraine for agreement to
conduct exploration works at 13 sites: Kukle and Polska Gora
(soldiers of the Legions), Tynne ((soldiers of the KOP), Ostrowki,
Wola Ostrowiecka, Orzeszyna, Maly Holoby, Huta Pieniacka,
Stanislowka (Volhynian Massacre), Lviv - Holosko and Lviv -



Zboiska (soldiers of the Polish Army), Kharkiv and Kherson
(Katyn Massacre).

As a result of political agreements at the level of the presidents of both
countries, the IPN obtained permission to carry out search works at two
of the above requested sites: Lviv-Zboiska and Lviv-Holosko. The
applications submitted at the local level by the IPN's Ukrainian partner
were approved. The works was carried out in November 2019 and
resulted in the discovery of the remains of WP soldiers killed in 1939.
The exhumation in accordance with Ukrainian law required the
submission of further applications (which were submitted on 10 March
2020).

« On 3 February 2020, a renewed general application (5) was
submitted to the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine for agreement to
conduct exploration works at 13 sites requested in 2019.
Attached are copies of applications submitted at the local level

by the Ukrainian partner IPN for some of these sites.

« On 3 February 2020, a general application (6) was submitted to
the Minister of Culture of Ukraine for agreement to conduct
search works at a new site - Kropiwniki, in connection with the
destruction of the grave of Polish KOP soldiers located there.
Attached is a copy of the request made at the local level by the

Ukrainian partner IPN.

« On 10 March 2020, the Ukrainian partner of the IPN submitted
applications to the Secretary of the State Interdepartmental



Commission (...) for permission to exhume the remains of WP
soldiers found in November 2020 in Lviv Zboiska and Lviv
Holosko.

« On 1 October 2020, another general application (7) was
submitted to the Minister of Culture of Ukraine in connection
with the failure to process applications submitted in 2020, with
an indication of the status of individual applications submitted at
the local level,

* In October 2021, a meeting was held in Odesa between
representatives of the IPN and the Mayor of Odesa and a
member of the State Interdepartmental Commission for the
Commemoration of Participants in Anti-Terrorist Operations of
Victims of War and Political Repression, at which a general
request (8) was formulated to allow the IPN to participate in the
search works carried out by the UA on the site of mass burials of
NKVD victims on the so-called 6™ kilometer of the Ovidiopol road
(NKVD victims 1937-38). During the first stage of the UA works
(2.08-17.09.2021), 29 mass graves were found (the number of
32 is also given); no exhumation was carried out; the works were
stopped; the Ukrainian side planned to proceed with exhumation
in spring 2022.

* In February 2022, the IPN obtained from the Odesa Mayor a
declaration of consent in writing to participate in the exploration
works on the so-called 6 kilometer of the Ovidiopol road. Due to
the invasion of Ukraine by the Russian Federation on 24



February 2022, the joint activities were not carried out.

« In April 2023, the Ukrainian partner of the IPN renewed its
request at the local administration level to carry out search
works in Huta Pieniacka. The request remained unanswered to

this day.

« On 11 January 2024, a general request (9) was submitted to the
Minister of Culture of Ukraine for agreement to conduct
exploration works in Huta Pieniacka, enclosing a copy of the
request submitted on 11 December 2023 by the Ukrainian
partner of the IPN to the local administration. In a reply sent on
23 August 2024, the Ministry of Culture and Information Policy of
Ukraine informed that it had not received the request of the
Ukrainian partner of the IPN, omitting the fact that the Lviv
administration did not consider and send the request submitted
in December 2023 to the ministry for 9 months. IPN's response is

pending.

Details on the status of the applications sent in 2020:
1. Huta Pieniacka, Lviv region

Search works for the victims of the pacification action of Polish civilians
on 28 February 1944, which resulted in the deaths of about 1,000
people. The crime was carried out, according to the IPN investigation,
by Ukrainian soldiers of the 4™ SS Police Regiment of the 14™ SS
"Galizien" Division, under the command of a German captain, together



with a nearby unit of the Ukrainian Insurgent Army (UPA) and a
paramilitary unit consisting of Ukrainian nationalists, under the
command of Vladimir Cherniavsky.

Status of the application: on 18 February 2020, the application for
exploration works was submitted to the Architecture Department of the
Lviv administration. On 15 April 2020, the administration sent the
application to the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine and the Ukrainian
Institute of National Remembrance for an opinion; no response or

approval for exploration works was received.
2. Stanislowka, Lviv region

Search works for the remains of two Home Army soldiers (known by
name, surname and rank) from the unit of Lt. Onufry Kuzniar "Popiel,"

defenders of the village killed during its defense battles in 1944.

Status of the application: on 18 February 2020, the application for
exploration works was submitted to the Architecture Department of the
Lviv administration; on 15 April 2020, the administration sent the
application to the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine and the Ukrainian
Institute of National Remembrance for an opinion; no response or

approval for exploration works was received.
3. Male Holoby, Volhynia region

Search works for the grave of Rev. Jozef Shostak and Brother Peter
Mojsijonek, who were killed on 5 April 1943 in the woods near Maly
Holoby.



Application status: on 21 January 2020, an application for search works
was submitted to the Lutsk Department of Culture; the application also
included other sites, requested solely on the initiative of the IPN's
Ukrainian partner, which are not of interest to the IPN. On 24 February
2020, the administration refused to agree (accept) the request as to
the locations associated with the burials of Poles. The Ukrainian
partner of the IPN on 25 February 2020 appealed the decision to the
Department of Culture, Religion and Nationality of the Volhynia
Regional State Administration. In addition. On 26 February 2020, it
sent a written appeal to the Governor of the Volhynia region. After
proceeding the appeal on 12 May 2020, the Department of Culture
finally refused to grant permission for works (justifying the decision by

the "suspension” of IPN activities in Ukraine in 2017).
4. Ostrowki, Wola Ostrowiecka, Volhynia Oblast

Search works for victims of the pacification action of Polish civilians on
30 August 1943, during which more than 1,000 people were killed. The
search works will be a continuation of research conducted in previous

years.

Application status: the site was included in the general application of
the President of the IPN to the Minister of Culture of Ukraine in 2019;
individual applications were not submitted due to the failure to

consider or negative consideration of other IPN applications.
5. Orzeszyna, Volhynia region

Search works for the graves of more than 300 people and their



exhumation. Site identified at the 3™ Polish-Ukrainian Historians Forum
- Kyiv, 24-27 October 2016, as a site for joint Polish-Ukrainian

research.

Application status: site included in the general application of the
President of the IPN to the Minister of Culture of Ukraine in 2019;
individual applications were not submitted due to the failure to
consider or negative consideration of other IPN applications.

6. Kropivniki, Volhynia region

IPN emergency works at the site of the destroyed grave of KOP soldiers

killed or murdered during the fighting for Szack in September 1939.

Status of the application: in January 2020, the IPN and the Republic of
Poland official representation to Ukraine were informed of the
desecration and partial destruction of the accidentally discovered
grave of KOP soldiers. On 15 January 2020, the Ukrainian IPN
submitted an application to the Department of Culture in Lutsk for the
establishment of a burial site and protection of the grave; on 28
February 2020, the administrative body refused to grant permission to
carry out the works. This prevented further processing of the

application at the Ministry of Culture and Sports of Ukraine.

The administrative body, analyzing the documentation submitted by
the Ukrainian IPN, concluded that, since no permission had been
previously issued to carry out exploration works there (ignoring the
obvious fact that the grave had been desecrated), it considered that
the Deed of Establishment of a Burial Site submitted by the applicant



had been drawn up in violation of the law. In addition, it informed that
the authority would turn to the UA law enforcement agencies to verify
the fact that the Ukrainian IPN had violated the procedure for
conducting excavation works in the territory of Volhynia. Thus, the
administrative body made the Ukrainian IPN responsible for the
destruction of the grave, which requested emergency works at the site
of the desecrated grave, threatening consequences of a legal and

criminal nature at the same time.

During an on-site visit to Kropiwniki on 22 June 2021, the IPN Search
and Identification staff found scattered remains (upper limb skeletal
bones, torso skeleton and skull bones) of soldiers at the site of the
grave, as well as traces indicating that it had been dug up, and
partially destroyed.

7. Lviv Zboiska and Lviv Holosko

Exhumation works on the remains of soldiers who fought in the
defense of Lviv on 18-20 September 1939.

In November 2019, the Polish IPN obtained permission to carry out
testing works at two inactive parish cemeteries of the former villages
of Zboiska and Holosko, now within the administrative borders of Lviv.
Both sites uncovered fragments of graves containing the remains of
Polish Army soldiers killed in the defense of Lviv in September 1939.
The estimated number of buried individuals is about 130 people. Based
on the results of the examinations, "Act of Establishment of Burial

Sites" were established for both locations. The Act, in accordance with



Ukrainian legislation, is the basis for filing an application for

exhumation of the discovered remains.

In March 2020, the Ukrainian IPN applied to the State
Interdepartmental Commission for Commemoration of Participants in
Anti-Terrorist Operations, Victims of War and Political Repression for
permission to carry out the aforementioned works. In April 2020, from
the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine, the Ukrainian partner received a
reply that due to personnel changes at the Interdepartmental
Commission and the quarantine caused by the Covid-19, permission
had not yet been granted. No further communication on the matter
was received, despite the subsequent change in legal and factual
status.

The IPN obtained permission from the Mosciska City Council in 2020 for
burial in the Polish section of the Mosciska cemetery.

8. Tynne, Rivne Oblast
Search works for the burial place of KOP soldiers.

Application status: on 4 February 2020, an application for permission
for exploration works was submitted to the Rivne Department of
Culture; the works program was agreed (accepted) by the Rivne
administration. On 2 March 2020, the application for approval of the
works was submitted to the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine (mandatory
procedure after approval of the local administration). No response was

given.



9. Polska Gora - Kostiuchnéwka, Volhynia region

Exploration works on the grave of 40 soldiers buried at the site of the

battle of Kostiuchndowka.

Status of the application: same as to the location of Maly Holoby
(refusal of permission by the Department of Culture in Lutsk after an

appealing procedure).
10. Kukle, Volhynia region

Exploration works on the grave of soldiers of the 2" Brigade of the
Legions buried in the local Orthodox cemetery after the battle of Kukle
fought on 22 October 1915.

Status of the application: same as to the location of Maly Holoby
(refusal of permission by the Lutsk Department of Culture after an
appeal procedure).

11. Kharkiv, Kharkiv region

The burial ground of the 1940 Victims of the Katyh Massacre -
Continuation of exhumation works carried out in 1991 and 1994 to fully
identify the victims.

Application status: site included in the general application of the IPN
President to the Minister of Culture of Ukraine in 2019; individual
applications were not submitted due to the failure to consider or
negative consideration of other IPN applications



12. Kherson, Kherson region

Search works for the burial site of the 1940 Victims of the Katyn

Massacre.

Application status: site included in the general application of the IPN
President to the Minister of Culture of Ukraine in 2019; individual
applications were not submitted due to failure to consider or negative

consideration of other IPN applications.
